The goal of this forum is to provide information that will allow employers to make informed decisions about hiring practices and community agencies to better serve persons dealing with mental health issues.

Better People believes that individuals with legal histories, who want to change, deserve an opportunity to prove themselves.  Our mission is to significantly reduce the rates of recidivism in the Portland metropolitan area.  We help our clients change their lives to become more productive citizens.  By doing so, we are contributing to the health and safety of our local communities.

We are endeavoring to share our mission with employers and social service agencies.  As such, you were invited to come, listen and participate in a conversation about a portion of a workforce pool of qualified employees.  As you know, this conversation is about persons convicted of offenses who also have mental health challenges.

Most information regarding personas with legal histories having mental health issues tends to generally be ignored or it evokes descriptions of that person being a trouble maker.  There are many images associated with the stigma of mental illness.  Unfortunately, many of these images are based on misinformation about and misguided conceptions of who these people are.  There is a tendency to pretend we do not know these people or that their behavior has no personal relationship to us.

Panelists will challenge the myths and misconceptions by countering with facts.  The need to provide this forum emerged as Better People Job Developers experienced increasing hesitancy among employers to even consider these individuals as employees.  So we have called on you to attend and help to address these issues.  There is also concern about how these persons are regarded by law enforcement and corrections officers.  There are concerns that useful information is not readily available, communicated or responsible persons may not be properly trained.

Clinical Professor of Psychiatry

Oregon Health Sciences University

Founder, The Sexual Abuse Clinic, Portland, Oregon

Dr. Barry Maletzky received a bachelor’s degree from Columbia University in 1963 and a medical degree from the State University of New York in 1967. Following completion of his residency in psychiatry at the Oregon Health Sciences University in 1971, he was in the private practice of psychiatry in Portland for a period of 30 years.  He currently teaches psychiatry, both at Oregon Health Sciences University and at Pacific University. 
Dr. Maletzky has been conducting research in a variety of areas within psychiatry for the past 30 years, has authored over 60 scientific articles and three books in this field.  He has been principle investigator in a number of clinical trials.  Dr. Maletzky’s specialties included the treatment of severe depression and the assessment and treatment of sexual offenders. 
Dr. Maletzky is the founder and former director of the Sexual Abuse Clinic in Portland, one of the largest such clinics in the United States.  He has worked closely with the Departments of Corrections of all the metropolitan counties in Portland and with the State of Oregon.  Dr. Maletzky has testified on numerous occasions in cases involving a variety of violent crimes.

Selander joined the Clackamas County Court in 1988, and served as Presiding Judge from 1998 to 2006.  Judge Selander began the Clackamas County Drug Court in 1999, and the Clackamas County Mental Health Court, the first in the state, in 2001.  He has been the Drug Court and Mental Health Court judge since the beginning of these programs.  He was instrumental in the creation of Clackamas County’s DUII Court and Community Court.  All of these courts have components that serve the needs of the mentally ill.  

Before his appointment to the Court, Judge Selander practiced law in  Milwaukie where he handled complex criminal cases (1981-1988), practiced civil litigation for a business law firm in Portland (1980-1981), and served as a Deputy District Attorney in Curry County (1972-1980). 
He is a member of the Oregon State Bar, and has been admitted to practice before the U.S. District Court of Oregon, the U.S. Court of Appeals for the Ninth Circuit, and the U.S. Supreme Court.  Judge Selander is a graduate of Willamette University and Willamette University College of Law, Salem, Oregon.
