Dr. Barry Maletzky received a bachelor’s degree from Columbia University in 1963 and a medical degree from the State University of New York at Stony Brook in 1967. Following completion of his residency in psychiatry at the Oregon Health Sciences University in 1971, Dr. Maletzky had a private practice in psychiatry in Portland for 35 years. He currently teaches psychiatry, both at Oregon Health Sciences University and at Pacific University. Dr. Maletzky has authored over 60 scientific articles and three books on the subject of psychiatry.
His specialties included the treatment of severe depression and the assessment and treatment of sexual offenders. Dr. Maletzky is the founder of the Sexual Abuse Clinic in Portland, one of the largest such clinics in the United States. He has worked closely with the Clackamas, Multnomah and Washington departments of corrections and the State of Oregon. Dr. Maletzky has testified on numerous occasions in cases involving violent crimes. He is an active volunteer with several community organizations and also serves on the boards of several national and local nonprofit organizations.
