Caroline Melhuish began working with high-risk offenders in 1980 in the Oregon State Hospital's Correctional Treatment Programs.   She provided cognitive based treatment to incarcerated adults.  In 1986, Ms. Melhuish relocated to Seattle and contracted with the Washington State Department of Corrections providing chemical dependency and anger management classes to inmates.  

In 1988, Ms. Melhuish joined Washington State Department of Corrections (DOC) and assisted in the development of their sexual offender treatment program (SOTP) for incarcerated adult male offenders.  She was a primary therapist with DOC/SOTP in the prison until the SOTP aftercare program was developed.  Ms. Melhuish then moved to community corrections and provided aftercare sexual offender treatment to those inmates who had completed inpatient treatment at SOTP. 

In 1992, Ms. Melhuish relocated to Vancouver, Washington where she began work as a Community Corrections Officer (CCO). As a  lead CCO, her primary duties included supervising high risk sexual and violent offenders,  preparing pre-sentence reports for the courts and participating in the Clark County Sheriff Office’s Sexual Offender Notification Committee. 

In 2000, still working for DOC, Ms. Melhuish returned to providing sexual offender treatment when she became a re-entry specialist.  In addition, she provided public education and resource development for high risk offenders and coordinated safe and sustainable re-entry plans for high risk inmates returning to Clark County.  She is a  graduate of Willamette University in Salem, Oregon.

Dr. Barry Maletzky received a bachelor’s degree from Columbia University in 1963 and a medical degree from the State University of New York in 1967. Following completion of his residency in psychiatry at the Oregon Health Sciences University in 1971, he was in the private practice of psychiatry in Portland for a period of 30 years.  He currently teaches psychiatry, both at Oregon Health Sciences University and at Pacific University. 
Dr. Maletzky has been conducting research in a variety of areas within psychiatry for the past 30 years, has authored over 60 scientific articles and three books in this field.  He has been principle investigator in a number of clinical trials.  Dr. Maletzky’s specialties included the treatment of severe depression and the assessment and treatment of sexual offenders. 
Dr. Maletzky is the founder and former Director of the Sexual Abuse Clinic in Portland, one of the largest such clinics in the United States.  He has worked closely with the Departments of Corrections of all the metropolitan counties in Portland and with the State of Oregon.  Dr. Maletzky has testified on numerous occasions in cases involving variety of violent crimes.
